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Covid-19 Code of Conduct
The world of amateur football is going to be a very different place for the near future at least. The Government / Wilts F.A have put the onus on individual clubs to make sure we create the safest conditions realistically possible. As we are a F.A Chartered Standard club we feel it necessary to follow what we’ve been asked to do and lead by example. We’re far from the only club coming up with different ideas to keep everyone safe so please don’t think this is us being fussy. 

Below are a list of ‘rules’ that we need all players to do their best to abide by. We do understand it could make things a little tricky at times and your understanding is greatly appreciated. These will take immediate effect.
1. If you contract or show symptoms of covid-19 please inform Stewart Parsons or Matt Clarke as soon as possible. We will need to assess if any other squad members are at risk. Your identity will be kept anonymous.
2. We are keeping track of those who are involved in each session/game and if needed we will use this information for track and trace purposes.
3. Staggered arrival times – We’ve always arrived at games 1 hour before kick-off. This will now change. I will give you a time that the group warm up will start. You can then arrive any time before that. If you arrive 1 minute before the warm up starts you’ll need to be kitted up and ready to go. Or should you wish to get changed at the ground then arrive in plenty of time. This is to avoid too many people being in the changing rooms at once. 

4. There will now be hand sanitizer by the changing room doors. Please make this the first thing you use upon entry.
5. Face coverings must be warn when more than 6 people are in the changing rooms. E.g team talks… So please DO NOT forget to bring a face covering as part of your kit.
6. We will no longer be providing water bottles, substitutes coats or half time oranges so you will need to bring your own.
7. Showers will no longer be in use
8. Benches, chairs, doors etc will be sprayed with disinfectant at the end of every game.
9. We’d encourage a cashless environment. We will still take cash, but would like more people to try and pay online.
10. Disinfect footballs – This will happen when a ball goes out of play.
11. For all friendlies you will need to bring your own socks AND shorts. We will only be providing tops.
12. Toilets will be cleaned and available to use as normal, but please keep this to a minimum, if possible.
13. Unless actively partaking in training, warm-ups or matches then Government social distancing measures will need to be adhered to by substitutes, staff and spectators.
14. If club management ask you to respect the rules, please do so. Failure may result in you being ask to leave the area.
If you are uncomfortable being around the team at present this is fine and you are welcome to sit out sessions or matches until a further date. This will have no impact on your involvement with the club. 

We will no doubt review ALL of these points at the end of our friendly matches to see if any adjustments should be made. We are also open to your ideas. If you feel we have missed anything please let us know.
